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1 Background and Purposes of the 2013 Project

Mari Nishihara

The Manga/Comics Research Mapping Project started in FY 2012 with the purpose of charting the current
situation of manga/comics studies in Japan and overseas as well as to stimulate future research. Because
comics studies varies with respect to academic field, research method, and subject of analysis, only specialized
researchers are fully able to grasp the latest currents and results in each field, including the respective cross-
references. Precisely this calls for systematically visualizing the status quo.

In order to do so this project focuses on books and essays often referenced within comics studies, which
have been released since the 1990s. This timeframe was chosen because universities and other institutions
have increasingly been engaged in research on manga/comics since then. Our selection of publications
considered also the potential users of the ‘map.” Such users include: 1) undergraduate and postgraduate
students, who have just initiated research on manga/comics, 2) their supervisors and other educators who
look for comics-studies textbooks to be used in their classes, especially at universities, 3) manga researchers
overseas (including both Japanese speakers and non-Japanese speakers), and 4) Japanese researchers who are
not familiar with the currents of manga/comics studies overseas. With these addressees in mind, the project
aims at providing a wide view of the status quo of comics studies inside and outside of Japan. Below, the term
“‘comics” signifies graphic narratives and cartoons in general, not limited to Japanese manga.

In FY 2012, the project was conducted by two groups, one in charge of domestic comics studies and the
other one of overseas comics studies. The domestic group selected 130 publications while the overseas group
compiled approximately 150. In focus were not only basic bibliographic data, such as year of publication,
name of magazine and publisher, but also perspective and method of argumentation. In addition, a list of
keywords (including, for example, subject matter and material) was created to allocate the individual titles
within specific contexts (that is, to actually ‘map’ them). The results were outlined in our previous report
released in February 2013.

Aiming at specification, the 2013 Project reviewed the selection of titles and reassessed the keywords in
order to provide tags which apply to both domestic and overseas publications. (For further details see section

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2 Project Operation System

In continuation of FY 2012, the Project saw again Kazuma Yoshimura and Jaqueline Berndt as supervisors,
Jessica Bauwens-Sugimoto, Yu Ishikawa and Mari Nishimura as researchers. Takuya Okabe joined the team
as an advisor for the future use of the lists (for example, with respect to categories appropriate for an online

version).

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3 Activities in FY 2013 — Close Examination of Publications and Specification
of the Mapping Concept

The 2013 Project reassessed, first of all, the publications compiled by the domestic team in FY 2012, and
created keywords for categorizing and tagging which related the content of each title briefly and succinctly,
while being suited for a future database. These keywords were squared with the publications selected by
the overseas team and the tendencies of categorization found outside of Japan, before they saw their careful
translation into English. We added new titles released in FY 2013, and examined the publications according
to the aims of this year’s project. Finally, the tagged publications were registered in two extra lists, one for
Japanese titles, and another one for those in English and other languages.

Each publication was allocated according to the language of their original publication. There were a total of
122 publications in Japanese and a total of 107 in English/other languages. For technical reasons, translated
editions were not included in the general tables, but listed separately (the categories are omitted here because,
other than the names of translators, they are the same as those indicated in 3-2 below). The respective data
are held by the operation team as of March 2014.

Below, we shall outline the categories and tags/keywords.

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3-2. Categories for publication contents

Please refer to the attached Tag/Keywords List for details as well as the English translation. Keywords are
not necessarily limited to only one choice; some publications require multiple keywords. Below, the categories

and keywords shall be explained.

3-2-1. Research field

This category is to classify the academic field that forms the base of the respective publication. This may
enable users to survey publication tendencies in a given field up to a certain extent. The following two
subcategories were employed:

a) Field
b) Details

In reference to the Grants-in-Aid for Scientific Research of the Japan Society for the Promotion of Science
we chose those “Types, Fields and Branches™ of research, which have an affinity to comics studies and/or are
clearly noted by authors and writers, namely:

Humanities (philosophy, art theory, literature, linguistics, history)
Social sciences (cultural anthropology, political science, economics and marketing, sociology, psychology,
education)

Multidisciplinary fields (area studies, gender studies, media studies, museum studies)

3-2-2. Research method

In this category, titles are tagged according to point of view/ position and orientation of research. We opted
for two categories and subdivided them further:
a) Position
+ Academic : publications of research located at universities and other research/educational
institutions, addressed mainly to the academic community.
* In the field of manga :
publications emerging from and related to other than academic sites, for example,

editing and creation of manga, manga journalism in commercial magazines, etc.

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b) Orientation
« Survey, empirical :
publications oriented to empirical research and based on specific investigations of media,
style and market environment, by means of historiography, statistics, and quantitative
SUrveys.
* Theoretical : publications oriented to the formation of theories on manga style,culture and society,

and to theoretical interactions with other scholarly fields.

3-2-3. Focus within manga/comics studies

This category aims to classify publications from the viewpoint of comics studies. Publications are sorted
according to the following six categories which concentrate on the specific aspect of comics elucidated:

a) Manga history :
research on the history (mainly chronology) of manga beyond the general requirement of historical
considerations for any kind of manga research.

b) Manga as expression :
research on the manga form; in the narrow sense signifying visual style, but within this project also
including narratology and studies on specific artists/authors.

c) Manga industry :
research on the manga industry, including investigations of market and marketing.

d) Manga as media :
research on manga stretching from technical medium (especially printing technology) and publication
format to genres as well as communication practices via comics.

e) Manga as culture :
research on the cultural environment of manga as well as the cultural activities that arise from manga.
This includes fan-culture studies, audience (readers) research, representation of national culture, and
transcultural flows due to globalization.

f) Manga discourse :
research on manga-related discourses as well as discourses by manga, including the histories of manga

reception and manga studies.
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3-2-4. Prospective readers

According to their supposed addressees, the titles are categorized as follows:
a) General :
publications which are accessible to anyone as they do not require special knowledge.
b) Readers who know manga :
publications which address readers who have special knowledge with regard to comics (studies).
c¢) Readers specialized in the respective field :
publications addressed to readers familiar with the respective author’s field of expertise or discipline

(for example, sociologists, psychologists).

3-2-5. Subject within comics studies

Categories of manga/comics that are addressed by the publications:

a) Comics type (A) :
Type of manga with a special focus on publication site and length (numbers of panels and pages); for
example, one-panel cartoon, graphic narrative, etc.

b) Comics type (B) :
Position of the respective manga in the industry and market; for example, bestsellers released by major
publishers, works appearing in alternative magazines released by smaller publishers, self-publishing,
etc.

c¢) Comics culture by country/region :
Geopolitical categories based on countries or regions, and language, including the ‘three main styles of

world manga, that is, American comics, bande dessinée and manga.

3-2-6. Outline (in Japanese: within 400 characters; in English: within 200-250 words), or keywords

Core themes and particularities of the publication, which are beneficial for users but not specifiable by

means of the above categories, are provided in full sentences within the “Outline” field.
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3-3. Examination of the categories (by means of input samples)

In order to check the effectiveness of the categories and keywords, we implemented a pre-examination,
in which twenty publications were tested with regard to tagging publication data and content. The samples
were selected with respect to their different fields and methods of research, focus on manga/comics studies,
existence of a translated edition, and so on. This approach was necessary to discuss each category in detail
and reach mutual agreement. In particular, the applicability of our keywords (in Japanese as well as in
English) was examined with sample publications both in Japanese and English/other languages. As a result,
the current keywords in the attached Tag/Keywords List proved to be effective by and large. Consequently,
they were applied to other publications as well (see section 4 for a proposal of partial amendment)

As we intend to consult various Japanese experts with regard to the form of the mapping and its
presentation, for now, priority was put on outlines in Japanese only. In the future, Japanese outlines of
publications in Japanese, and English outlines of publications in other languages will be made available.
Publications in other languages than Japanese or titles translated into Japanese shall also be given a Japanese

outline for the convenience of Japanese users.

4 Issues Detected after Sample Examination

4-1. Translation of outline (from Japanese into English)

It was our initial intention to prepare an outline in Japanese for Japanese publications and then translate
it into English. But as mentioned above, we intend to seek advice from domestic experts first, with regard to
form and presentation, including outline style and keywords. Therefore, we put off the English translations for

now, intending to work on them from the next year on.

4-2. Character count in outline

The number of characters needed to relate sufficient information differs according to publication. Therefore,
we decided to alter the initial count (Japanese: 400 characters, English: 200-250 words) to 300-600
characters in Japanese, and 150-300 words in English. We are also still reviewing whether outlines should be

rendered in full sentences or related by keywords and notes.

4-3; Method and position, method and orientation .
Some titles do not fit either of the categories “academia vs. manga/comics practice” and “empirical vs.
theoretical” (or both). This is because many publications in comics studies cross existing fields and methods.
In response to such cases, it was proposed to add new keywords to the above categories. However, new
keywords may lead to an increase of information, which makes the search forms too complex for mapping (or
database) purposes.
Consequently, in case of publications difficult to categorize by means of the existing keywords, we suggest

to leave the respective fields blank and provide supplementary information within the “Outline” field instead.

Firstly, publications on comics that do not belong to either of the categories “newspaper comics” or “graphic
narratives” call for a revision of “Comics Type (A).” Focusing on the form (especially the number of panels),
we faced the need of adding a new keyword which signifies comics other than cartoons (one panel) or multi-
panel graphic narratives, that is, for example, four-panel comic strips. Such addition, however, will depend on
the actual number of publications addressing short comic strips, as will become apparent when we continue
to expand the List of Publications.

Secondly, the issue arose that the category of “mainstream” in “Comics Type (B)" does not necessarily apply
to pre-war manga (such as those by Rakuten Kitazawa). We shall consider a way to historically record the
addressed comics and artists.

At last, it was suggested to install a category for comics genres which do neither fit Type A nor B, such as
“‘essay manga’, “practical/instructional comics” and “girls’ comics/shojo manga.” This point is to be clarified

in the future.

5 Future Prospects

In the future, the project is to establish a freely accessible online system, which users from all over the
world can employ to search the mapped research. This system will provide two search options: a multiple one
for Japanese and English tags using the checkboxes for categories, and an input one using fields. The system

should also be flexible enough to reflect users’ opinions and to absorb further titles.
